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Curriculum Statement
Welcome Back!
We hope you all had a wonderful half‑term and enjoyed a well‑earned break. This half term, the children will be settling back into routines and diving into an exciting range of learning opportunities across the curriculum.
English
This term, our English work will focus on fiction writing. The children will explore the story of King Midas, looking closely at character, motivation and consequences. They will develop their descriptive writing, dialogue skills and story structure as they work towards creating their own version of the tale.
Mathematics
In maths, we will continue developing our understanding of fractions, building confidence with equivalent fractions, comparing and ordering fractions, and finding fractions of amounts. Later in the term, we will move on to exploring time and money, using practical activities and reasoning tasks to deepen understanding.
Science
Our science topic this half term is Living Things and Their Habitats. The children will learn how living things are grouped, explore different habitats, and investigate how animals and plants are adapted to their environments. They will also look at simple classification keys and carry out observational activities.
Geography & History
This term, our humanities focus is the Ancient Egyptians. The children will learn about:
· the importance of the River Nile
· daily life and beliefs
· pharaohs and pyramids
· mummification and ancient artefacts
They will explore how geography shaped Egyptian civilisation and compare it with modern life.
Art
In art, the children will be studying Egyptian statues and masks. They will explore traditional designs, patterns and symbolism before creating their own artwork inspired by ancient Egyptian styles.
PE
Our PE focus this half term is tennis and rounders. The children will develop their coordination, control, racket skills and teamwork through a range of fun activities and games.
Design & Technology
The children will continue to develop their creative and practical skills through a range of hands‑on tasks linked to our wider curriculum learning.
