We hope you all had a lovely Easter break. We have lots of wonderful learning planned for the children this term and, of course, our class trip to the farm to look forward to on 19th May 2026.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

We will be learning all about friendship. Understanding how unkind words can make others feel, solving problems and how to be a good friend. 
As the weather is getting warmer we will also learn about staying safe in the sun.  

Phonics
We will continue to practise our phase 3 sounds alongside learning to read phase 4 longer words using the chunking up method. 
Please do ensure you read with your child most days as this is very beneficial to their progress. 

Maths
In maths we will be revisiting number bonds, doubles, odd and even numbers and patterns. 
We will then be moving onto counting to 20 and beyond as well as adding, taking away and sharing. 
Vocabulary: number bonds, pattern, more, less, odd, even, double, same, share, add and taking away. 









English 
We will be reading ‘The Sheep and the Goat’ by Pie Corbett. 
We will re-write the story, using our own animals and writing sentences using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops to say how the wolves will be defeated. 
We will finish our English learning by writing instructions on how to make bread rolls linked to The Little Red Hen. 


Expressive Art and Design

We will be designing and making a home for a caterpillar, making a whole class themed butterfly and making our very own edible life cycle of a frog using fruit. We will also be following a recipe to make and bake bread rolls to bring home. 
Vocabulary: 
Create, share, symmetry, design, make, editable, life cycle, frog, eggs, froglet, tadpole, recipe, follow, flour, water, yeast, bread, cook. 








Understanding of the World.
We will be learning about the life cycles of humans, frogs, chicks and butterflies. We will be hatching our own butterflies in class and aim to let them fly away towards the end of term. We will also be planting our own beanstalk, writing and taking photos as they grow! The children will also learn about plants- what they need to grow, the cycle from seed to flower and naming and labelling its parts. 

Vocabulary: Butterfly, caterpillar, cocoon, chrysalis, eggs, spawn, tadpole, froglet, frog, baby, toddler, child, teenager, adult, seed, sprout, roots, stem, petal, flower, soil, water, sun, chick, hen, foal, horse, lamb, sheep, calf, cow, 
Physical Development
PE this term is back on a Wednesday afternoon where the children will be learning striking and fielding with Mrs. Owner.  
Please make sure children come to school in their PE kit with long hair tied back and earrings removed.
