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Curriculum Statement
Welcome Back!

As we enter the final term of our current year groups, the children will be settling back into routines and diving into an exciting range of learning opportunities across the curriculum. We will also begin our transition periods, helping to prepare the children for the next stage in their learning journey.

English
This term in English, we are exploring an adventure story called Adventure at Sandy Cove. The children will focus on developing their descriptive writing, building suspense, and structuring their own exciting stories. They will explore characters, settings, and key events, working towards creating their own seaside adventure.

Mathematics
