Dear Parents and Carers,
I hope you all had a lovely, sunny half term. I cannot believe how quickly this year has gone and that we are now in the final half term of being Acorns. I am very proud of all the children. As before, we have lots of super learning planned this half term alongside some exciting extras listed below. 
Below, you will find an overview of what we will be learning. If you have any questions, please do come and see us—we are always happy to help. You can also find more information on our class page on the school websitePersonal, Social and Emotional Development

We will be learning the names of different body parts and how we develop from babies into adults. We will also talk about any feelings we may have as we begin to transition into year 1 
As our topic is based on water, we will also learn about keeping safe around it. 


Maths
In maths we will continue to learn adding, taking away, sharing and grouping. We will also look at positioning such as, above and below, as well as using what know to describe the position of objects on a map. 
We will continue to consolidate all of what we have learned so far in Acorn Class! 
Vocabulary: pattern, double, ten, twenty, take away, share, group, map, below, above, next to, under. 



Phonics
We will continue to practise our phase 3 sounds alongside learning to read phase 4 longer words using the chunking up method. 
Please do ensure you read with your child most days as this is very beneficial to their progress. 








Physical Development
PE this term continues to be on a Tuesday afternoon with Miss Reide. 
We will be practising for sports day and learning about the different races, such as egg and spoon, running and bean bag balancing. 
Please make sure children come to school in their PE kit with long hair tied back and earrings removed. 




Communication and Language
To further our communication and language we will; 
· Engage in story time and have weekly communication and language sessions. 
· Promote speaking in full sentences 
· Encourage listening carefully to each other.

English 
We will be reading ‘Quackling’ by Pie Corbett.  
We will re-write the story, using our own ideas on how we can put out a fire. We will be sequencing, drawing, labelling and writing sentences using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
We will finish our English learning by sharing the books; The Rainbow Fish and The Flying Bath, focussing on rhyming and letter writing. 

Expressive Art and Design

We will be investigating different materials that we can use to design and create a boat that will float! We will also look at watercolour paints and what happens when you use them to paint over a ‘secret picture.’ 

Vocabulary:  Create, make, design, test, boat, float, sink, wax, water, paint, brush, evaluate. 









Understanding of the World.
We will be learning all about water, where it comes from, the water cycle and floating and sinking. We will explore oceans, learning about how to keep them clean and helping the creatures that live there. 

We will become scientists to investigate freezing and melting ice. We will need to decide which method we think would be best to save the sea creatures from the ice block and go on to find out if our predictions were correct. 

Vocabulary: tap, river, sea, lake, river, floating, sinking, melting, frozen, heat, salt, sun, clouds, rain, water, dry, oceans, pollution, rubbish, creatures, animals, help. 
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We have also incorporated all areas of learning into the Continuous Provision within Acorn Class.
